CONDITIONS OF PLAY: 
The Law of the Sport of Bowls and the PNB Bye-Laws shall apply. 
Players must play every possible playing session , however, in the final round of play, 

teams not in contention may sign the card with approval of opposition and     
T/official. Players failing to respond to the final  call will be scratched. 

The Trips competition must be played over 18 ends x 2 Bowls -15 ends do not constitute 
a game.   
Declaration Forms must be completed, including Bowls SA number. 
The use of umbrellas whilst playing the game is not permitted. 
Cell phones must be switched off during play. 
Rinks must be 5.0 METRES in width.
